Untie the wires, make sure Gently raise the top part of canopy [ 1
that they are not twisted. until you reach desired height (X).
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Tighten nylon set screw
in the strain relief when
desired length is achieved.

Micro adjustments
can be made later.
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Trim extra wires leaving a
minimum of 10” (254mm) of wire
after the strain relief. Then feed wire
